As an experienced psychic and animal lover/communicator, I routinely
call on many spiritua?’entities for their help and guidance. And this
especially comes into play with animals. Because we want to do
everything we can to keep our “four-leggeds” healthy, happy and with us
for as long as possible.

While I'm not particularly religious in the traditional sense, and I don’t believe
that prayer alone does the trick, I've had enough experience to know that
heartfelt prayer/thoughts (as a Directed Energy, if nothing else) certainly
boosts the results of practical action ( like proper vet care).

These are among my favorite go-to prayers/entities to call on to help our pets
when they most need it.

To start, here’s a great “all purpose” prayer: “[Pet name], may you be
blessed in the name of the one who created you, and may you [and
human’s name] enjoy life together and care for one another in peace.”



SE Fanels

You've probably heard of St. Francis of Assisi. He is well-
known as the Patron Saint of creatures. I have a beautiful
picture of him in my office, one showing him surrounded
by birds, deer, squirrels and other wildlife.

This is a lovely, all-purpose prayer invoking his energy
(again, you don’t have to be Catholic or religious to use
these words): “Good St. Francis, you loved all of God’s
creatures. To you they were your brothers and
sisters. Help us to follow your example of treating
every living thing with kindness. St. Francis, Patron
Saint of animals, watch over my pet and keep my
companion safe and healthy. Amen.”



For A Sick Pet

Here are some other prayers if your fur-kid is under the
weather (and please remember, veterinary care should
always be your first call).

“Heavenly Father, you created all things for your
glory and made us stewards of this creature. Ifitis
your will, restore it to health and strength. Blessed
are you, Lord God, and holy is your name forever and
ever. Amen.”

“God of the universe, be present with this creature.
Bless [name of animal] and [name of human
companion|, who cares for him/her, now and always.
Amen.”



Another Prayer For When A Pet Is Sick

Again, prayer alone is no substitute for regular, proper
veterinary care. But the energy of this prayer boosts
your efforts when the fur-kid is under the weather:

“Archangel Raphael, please send your healing
power to [PET NAME]. Let them feel your love
and care positively impacting their body. Thank

Archangels and Your Pet

Archangels are another source of animal help.
Angels have never been human, but they understand
what we go through here on the Earth plane. They are
especially close to the God-source, so I'm a big fan of
invoking them for all kinds of assistance (especially
when it comes to the critters).

There are numerous classes of angels (like in the
military). The Archangels are right up there, and
among them, Archangel Raphael is the one to call
on for animals.




For General Protection: “Archangel Raphael, please
watch over my pet [INSERT NAME] and always kee
him/her safe. Thank you.” [You could also write this
on the inside of their collar.]

For an animal in need: “Lord God, you have made the
heavens and earth in your great power. You created
all things for your glory, yet there are those in your
Creation who languish in pain and suffering. Please
look kindly upon those animals in need, in the wild,
the street, in captivity or elsewhere. Deliver those
who are are hurt, abused, hungry or forgotten. Grant
that they may be treated with the care and respect all
your Creation deserves. In the name of Jesus, amen.”

She’d had zero luck in trapping her and was super-
worried. I told her about letting Archangel Raphael
take over.

Choose a collar for your pet, preferably one that’s leather

Let us see how your love embraces all
creatures and how every living thing speaks to us
of your love. Amen.”
